14. Oversize foods, metal foil packages, or utensils must not be inserted in a toaster as they

may involve a risk of fire or electric shock.

15. A fire may occur if toasters are covered or touching flammable material, including curtains,
draperies, walls, and the like, when in operation.

16. Do not attempt to dislodge food when toaster is plugged in.

17. A short power-supply cord should be used to reduce the risk resulting from becoming entangled in or
tripping over a longer cord. Longer detachable power-supply cords or extension cords are available and
may be used if care is exercised in their use. If a longer detachable power-supply cord or extension cord is
used, the marked electrical rating of the cord set or extension cord should be at least as great as the
electrical rating of the appliance; and the cord should be arranged so that it will not drape over the
countertop or tabletop where it can be pulled on by children or tripped over unintentionally.

CANCEL FUNCTION

Press the CANCEL button if bread starts to smoke. The CANCEL button can be pressed at any time during

toasting to interrupt the toasting cycle.

Cleaning
@ Before cleaning, remove the plug from the socket and allow the appliance to cool down.
Use a moderately damp cloth to clean the outside of the appliance.

Do not use any aggressive or scrubbing detergents.

The instructions shall include details on how to clean surfaces in contact with food. For toasters, they

shall include details on how to remove breadcrumbs, when applicable.

Any other servicing should be performed by an authorized service representative.

Grasp the crumb shaft by the loop and pull it out, remove the bread residue and push the shaft back in.
